Gavin Fry is a writer, artist and museum professional with fifty

years’ experience working in curatorial and management posi-
tions in Australian museums, galleries and educational institu-
tions.

He is the author of twenty-five books on Australian art and history

and a large number of catalogue and journal essays.

In retirement Gavin has returned to his art training and exhibits
as a painter in Newcastle and Melbourne. Gavin holds the de-
grees of Bachelor of Arts [Hons] and Master of Arts from Monash

University and Master of Philosophy from Leicester University.

Gavin's style is expressionist incorporating vertical light planes
and angles slightly evoking a cubist influence with a 1970’s aura.
His recent body of work has been directed to Newcastle and

Hunter Valley icons.




Gavin Fry was awarded the prestigious award Order of Australia
2026, for his service to the Arts. Gavin exhibits at Gresford
Community Gallery and regularly holds informative and interest-
ing talks on the Arts at the gallery.
